Securing of Dosthill Park  

The following petition has been received by Tamworth Borough Council, from petition 
organiser, Ms R Griffiths of Tamworth.  The petition will be presented on behalf of Ms 
Griffiths by Councillor J Oates, Ward Councillor. 

We the undersigned petition the council to Secure Dosthill Park so that travellers cannot 
gain entrance onto the park. Some work has been done to make a dirt mound around the 
perimeter but it isn't big enough and due to weather and people cycling over it the dirt isn't 
holding so isn't robust enough. It needs a lot more dirt. 

Justification: 

The petition was set up after the illegal encampment by travellers on Dosthill Park last 
summer. It was the second time in 2 years. They are able to gain entry either cutting locks or 
digging up bollards. They cause a lot of mess and disruption. Locals are unable to use the 
park and they forced shops to close due to criminal and threatening behaviour. 

It is terrible how people who live and work in Dosthill and surrounding areas have to put up 
with it. Shops have had to lose money and stock and residents can't use the local park when 
they are there. The council and police took far too long to sort out the problem and it has 
been no deterrent for the travellers as it seems no one wanted to deal with the problem.
